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SUMMER CAMP EQUIPMENT LIST
What to Pack
Put your name on everything with a waterproof marker!
· Plastic Footlocker (approximately 33” long x 18” wide x 12” deep – available at Lowe’s, Home Depot, Academy, etc. You must be able to lock it with a key or combination lock. An extra key or the combination goes in the money envelope.)
· Sleeping Bag (can be put into a plastic garbage bag with name taped on the outside)
· Cot (optional – Camp Geiger does not provide cots)
· Air mattress/sleeping pad (Do not put in your locker as it takes too much room! Put into a plastic garbage bag with name taped on the outside.)
All of the below items must fit into the footlocker unless otherwise noted.
· Scout Uniform – Tan Uniform Shirt, Troop T-Shirt, Troop Neckerchief, Slide, Belt, Scout Socks (Place the uniform on a hanger on the top of the footlocker for Uniform check by Scoutmaster when the locker is loaded.)
· Boy Scout Hat (or appropriate hat, optional)
· Troop T-Shirts (at least 3 – 1 to wear to camp – 1 packed in a footlocker – 1 with uniform.)
· Jeans or Long Pants (it can be cool in Missouri. If you have zip-off pants, label them!)
· Socks (3 to 5 pairs recommended – preferably all Scout socks)
· Hiking or gym shoes (2 pair of close-toed shoes. Please be sure they are not being worn the first time to camp.  break them in well before camp.)
· Underwear (at least 3, preferably 7 – one for each day!)
· Sweater / Sweatshirt / Light Jacket (it can be cool in the Missouri mornings)
· Boy Scout Handbook (recommended for Trail to First Class Scouts to sign-off badges)
· Water Bottle (required, drink every hour!)
· Shower shoes (optional, but recommended)
· Towel, Washcloth & Soap
· Toothbrush & Toothpaste
· Glasses Case / Contact Solution / Mirror, etc.
· Comb / Brush
· Flashlight and extra batteries (packed in a plastic bag)
· Non-Aerosol Mosquito Repellent (not the spray type - the pump type)
· Merit Badge Books (and anything required to bring for the badge)
· Pen and Paper (for merit badge classes)
· Mic-O-Say costume (if applicable)
· Book of one’s Faith (optional)
· Camera (optional)
· Pocket Knife (optional – Scouts must bring/carry their Totin’ Chip card to use knives at camp.)
· Stationary / Pre-Addressed, Stamped Envelope / Postcards (optional)
· Mosquito Netting (optional)
· Tarp or Rug (for the floor of the tent, optional)
· Sunglasses (optional)
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SUMMER CAMP EQUIPMENT LIST
What to Bring on the Bus
You will need to bring the following items in a small backpack on the bus.
· Wear your Troop activity T-Shirt (red Troop 451 T-Shirt, worn to and from camp)
· Sack lunch for Sunday at camp (Lunches will be placed in a cooler. Drinks will be provided by the Troop. This is a must!)
· Swim Trunks and Towel (you will be taking a swim test when you first get to camp)
· Poncho / Rain Gear
· Sunscreen (for the swim test and for every day at camp)
· Water Bottle
· Money to buy snacks and breakfast (on the trip to camp)
· Pillow (optional)
· Entertainment for yourself (book, magazine, etc.)
Electronics Policy
You may bring hand-held electronics, including cell phones, at your own risk. Music devices may be used as long as you have headphones so that you don’t disturb others. All of these items will be collected as we exit the bus at camp and will remain locked up for the week. If you, your child and any older Scouts don’t want to turn over your electronics once we get to camp, DON’T BRING THEM! This includes cell phones. NO EXCEPTIONS! Label everything with your name on it and it would be helpful to place these items in a plastic bag with your name on it to keep it all together. There is no way to recharge the devices at camp and only sometimes on the bus, so plan accordingly.
Medication
All medications must be placed in a plastic bag in the original container with the Scout’s name and dosage clearly indicated. This includes prescription medications, over the counter medications and vitamins. If the medication needs to be refrigerated or if your son needs the medicine during the bus ride, please let us know.
Money
Please place money in the separate envelopes we provide in small bills. The boys will require the following:
